GRAMMAR: Word class – Nouns and Adjective
Definition: Nouns are words that represent people, places, things, and ideas.
Types of Nouns
· Proper nouns are specific names of people, places or organisations. Examples: John, London, Monday, Nigeria, June, Union Bank, etc. Note that all proper nouns begin with capital letters.
· Common nouns are general terms for people, places, or things. Examples: bag, school, dog, chair, house, book, etc.
·  Collective nouns are names given to group of people, animals, or things. Examples: family, flock, herd, bevy, forest, term, bunch, class, board, army, etc.
· Abstract nouns are nouns that exist but cannot be seen. Examples: happiness, freedom, love, etc
· Countable nouns are things that can be counted. Examples: stones, books, shoes, bags, houses, etc.
· Uncountable nouns are things that cannot be counted but measured to know their quantities. Examples: water, sand, soup, garri, salt, etc.
· Concrete nouns are things that can be seen and felt. Examples: books, bags, tables, stones, etc.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Functions of Nouns
· Subject: nouns can be the subject of a sentence, performing the action.
· Object: nouns can be the object of a sentence, receiving the action.
· Complement: nouns can be used as complements, providing more information about the subject.
Adjective are words that modify or describe nouns or pronouns, providing more information about their qualities, properties, or characteristics.
Types of Adjectives
· Descriptive adjectives: describe physical or personality traits. Examples: blue, tall, happy, etc.
· Quantitative adjectives: indicate quantity or amount. Examples: three, many, few, etc.
· Demonstrative adjectives: point out specific nouns. Examples: this, that, these, etc.
· Interrogative adjectives: ask questions about nouns. Examples: which, what, whose, etc.
· Possessive adjectives: show ownership or possession. Examples: my, your, his etc.
Comparison of Adjectives
Adjectives are compared under three degrees such as positive, comparative and superlative. Positive refers to the base adjective, comparative compares two things by adding -er to adjectives of one sound and ‘more’ before adjectives of two or more sounds while superlative is formed by adding –est to adjectives of one sound and ‘most’ before adjectives of two or more sounds. Examples:
