Definition
Pronouns are a part of speech that is used to rename, stand in for, or refer to a noun (a person, place, thing, or idea). As such, they often behave exactly like nouns in a sentence. Using pronouns allows a speaker or writer to vary how they refer to a noun, so pronouns are restricted in meaning to the noun they are referring to. An example of the use of a pronoun is if someone telling a story about a friend named Ted says, ''He went to the store,'' he refers to Ted.
Types of Pronoun
Just as there are different types of nouns (person, place, thing, or idea), so too are there a variety of pronouns. The most well-known and widely used type of pronoun is the personal pronoun, but there are seven other kinds as well.
	

	


Personal pronoun -- The personal pronoun is the most well-known because it is the type of pronoun a person uses to identify themselves, people being spoken to, and people being spoken about. Personal pronouns have traditionally been divided into the subjective or the objective case, singular or plural form, and first, second, or third person, as follows.
First person, singular -- I, my, mine, me
· I went to sleep early.
· My dog loves to wag its tail.
· You can put your coat next to mine.
· That always happens to me.
Second person, singular -- you, your, yours
· You need to keep going.
· Your shoes are under the bed.
· I believe this notebook is yours.
Third person, singular -- he, his, him, she, her, hers, it, its
· He is excited to go to the party.
· His smile lights up a room.
· The shirt belongs to him.
· She is studying for the test.
· Her sister will visit tomorrow.
· The phone is hers.
· The mysterious figure vanished into the fog that surrounded it.
· The snail curled into its shell.
First person, plural -- we, our, ours, us
· We love tacos.
· Our favorite sport is soccer.
· She is a friend of ours.
· You should drive with us.
Second person, plural -- your, yours
· Your taxi is here.
· The house is yours.
Third person, plural -- they, their, theirs, them
· They were happy to see their friend.
· Their plan was to travel on Friday.
· That cabin is theirs.
· Leave room for them on the boat.
Reflexive pronoun --Reflexive pronouns refer to the previous noun in the sentence. Here are a few examples:
· I helped myself to a slice of pie.
· She sent herself a letter in the mail.
· He did not decide for himself.
· The car parked itself.
· They slowed themselves down.
Intensive pronoun -- Intensive pronouns are similar to reflexive pronouns. Whereas reflexive pronouns refer to a previous noun in the sentence, however, intensive pronouns add emphasis to the preceding noun in the sentence. Here are a few examples.
· He himself did the driving.
· Sarah herself spoke to the class.
· The team themselves shook everyone's hand.
Relative pronoun -- The most widely used relative pronouns include who, whom, what, which, and that. Like reflexive pronouns, relative pronouns highlight another noun in the sentence, which is called an antecedent. Also, relative pronouns are at the beginning of adjective clauses that help the relative pronoun describe the antecedent. Here are a few examples.
· The girl who wears a green hat went to school in the snow.
· The dog that ate my homework took a nap.
· The ball, which I lost last year, was in the yard.
· The doctor, whom I visit every year, said I was healthy.
· The old man whose apartment is upstairs was very loud this morning.
	

	


Interrogative pronoun -- The key to understanding interrogative pronouns is in knowing that interrogative means ''a word used in asking a question.'' Therefore, interrogative pronouns ask a question, such as who, which, what, whom, whoever, or whichever.
· Who knows what is in the jar?
· Which one do you want?
· What is your favorite color?
Demonstrative Pronouns
We use demonstrative pronouns to point out the objects to which they refer. For example,
· This is a present from my elder brother.
· These are merely excuses.
· Darjeeling tea is better than that of Assam.
· These mangoes are not as sour as those mangoes.
