DEFINITION
Parts of speech refers to the basic categories of words in a language. 
These categories help us understand the functions of words in a sentence and how they relate to each other.
LIST OF PARTS OF SPEECH
Here are the main parts of speech:
1. Nouns (N)
2. Verbs (V)
3. Adjectives (Adj)
4. Adverbs (Adv)
5. Pronouns (Pron)
6. Prepositions (P)
7. Conjunctions (C)
8. Interjections (Intj)
 PARTS OF SPEECH WITH EXAMPLES
1. NOUNS: Words that refer to people, places, things, or ideas. They are also known as naming words. Examples: dog, city, happiness, etc.
2. VERBS: words that express actions, events, or states of being. Examples: run, jump, think, etc.
3. ADJECTIVES: words that modify or describe nouns or pronouns. Examples: big, happy, blue, etc.
4. ADVERBS: Words that modify or describe verbs, adjectives, or other adverbs. Examples: quickly, very, well, etc.
5. PRONOUNS: Words that replace nouns in a sentence to avoid repetition of nouns. Examples: he, she, it, they, etc.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]PREPOSITIONS: words that show relationship between a noun or pronoun and other words in a sentence. Examples: in, on, under, with, etc.
7. CONJUNCTIONS: words that connect words, phrases, or clauses in a sentence. Examples: and, but, or, so, etc.
8. INTERJECTIONS: words that express emotion or feeling. Examples: oh, wow, ouch, etc.
