DEFINITION
Speech sounds refer to individual sounds that make up spoken language.
DESCRIPTION OF /t/ AND /d/ SOUNDS
When pronouncing the sounds /t/ and /d/, the tongue is raised and pressed against the ridge behind your teeth to stop the air that is flowing out of your mouth. When your tongue moves away from the ridge behind your teeth, the outgoing air is suddenly released, leading to a small puff of air. The mouth is in the same position for the production of both sounds, but in the sound /d/ there is no vibration.
