When pronouncing the sounds /i/, your mouth is open and your lips are spread. Although the middle part of your tongue is up, the tongue is not as high as when you pronounce the sound /i: /. You can spell the sound /i/ in many ways in English. Examples:

Your lips push forward a little and your jaw is a little up. The /u/ sound is a short vowel sound. .  You can spell the sound /u / in different ways in English. Examples:
