DEFINITIONS
Nouns are naming words or words that function as names in a sentence. Pronouns are words that take the positions of nouns in a sentence or words used instead of a noun. Verbs are actions or doing words or state of being of nouns or pronouns.
EXAMPLES
NOUNS: man, boy, Abuja, market, dog, chair, Monday, book, information, peace, forest, etc.
PRONOUNS: he, she, him, it, they, them, her, us, we, me, you, their, my, I, your, etc.
VERBS: wake, drive, sing, clap, make, write, jump, buy, stand, dig, has, are, am, is, draw, speak, listen, etc.
SENTENCES
NOUNS:
1. The boy has kicked the ball.
2. My father is a teacher.
3. They are in the class.
4. The thief has been caught.
5. River Niger and River Benue are in Africa. 
PRONOUNS:
1. He has kicked it.
2. He is a teacher.
3. They are in it.
4. She has been caught.
5. They are in Africa.
VERBS:
1. They laughed at him.
2. She wrote an interesting novel.
3. The boys have been flogged.
4. The teacher teaches well.
5. She is a nice girl.
