OBJECTIVES

DEFINITION
Phrases are groups of words that function together as a unit in a sentence.
TYPES OF PHRASES
1. Noun phrase: a phrase that functions as a noun (e.g., "the big red car")
2. Verb phrase: a phrase that functions as a verb (e.g., "will have eaten")
3. Adjective phrase: a phrase that functions as an adjective (e.g., "very happy")
4. Adverbial phrase: a phrase that functions as an adverb (e.g., "very quickly")
5. Prepositional phrase: a phrase that begins with a preposition (e.g., "in the park")
EXAMPLES IN SENTENCES
Noun Phrases
1. "The big red car" - "The big red car is parked on the street."
2. "My favorite book" - "My favorite book is 'To Kill a Mockingbird'."
3. "The tall dark stranger" - "The tall dark stranger walked into the room."
Verb Phrases
1. "Will have eaten" - "By the time I arrive, they will have eaten dinner."
2. "Is studying" - "She is studying for her exam right now."
3. "Has been traveling" - "He has been traveling around the world for months."
Adjectival Phrases
1. "Very happy" - "She's very happy with her new job."
Adjectival Phrases
1. "Very happy" - "She's very happy with her new job."
2. "Extremely difficult" - "The test was extremely difficult, but I managed to pass."
3. "Beautifully decorated" - "The room was beautifully decorated for the party."
Prepositional Phrases
1. "In the library" - "I'm studying in the library right now."
2. "On the table" - "The book is on the table in the living room."
3. "Under the bridge" - "The river flows under the bridge."
4. "With my friends" - "I'm going to the movies with my friends tonight."
5. "From Paris to Rome" - "We're traveling from Paris to Rome by train."
Adverbial Phrases
1. "Very quickly" - "She finished the project very quickly."
2. "Incredibly well" - "He sings incredibly well."
3. "With great enthusiasm" - "She approached the challenge with great enthusiasm."
4. "At an alarming rate" - "The company is growing at an alarming rate."
5. "With ease" - "He solved the puzzle with ease."
