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Conjunctions are words that connect words, phrases, or clauses in a sentence.
Types of conjunctions
· Coordinating conjunctions: connect words, phrases, or clauses of equal importance. Examples are and, but, or, etc.
· Subordinating conjunctions: connect a dependent clause to an independent clause. Examples are because, although, if, etc.
· Correlative conjunctions: used in pairs to connect words or phrases. Examples are both…and, either…or, etc.
Example sentences
1. Coordinating conjunctions:
· I like reading books and watching movies:
· She wanted to go, but she was tired.
2. Subordinating conjunctions:
· I went to the store because I needed milk.
· Although it was raining, we still went to the park.
3. Correlative conjunctions:
· I love both coffee and tea.
· You can either come with me or stay home.
Common Coordinating Conjunctions
· And: adds information
· But: shows contrast
· Or: offers alternatives
· [bookmark: _GoBack]So: shows cause-and-effect
· Yet: shows contrast
Common Subordinating Conjunctions
· Because: shows reason
· Although: shows contrast
· If: shows condition
· Unless: shows exception
· Until: shows time
